Orientation & Mobility Letter to Parent/Guardian
The Outreach Program at Tennessee School for the Blind (TSB) is designed to supplement the education of students with visual impairments.  This program offers services to schools that do not currently employ a certified vision teacher of students with visual impairments and/or a certified orientation and mobility instructor.

Your child has been referred to the Outreach Program.  Participation is voluntary, and your child will not be penalized in any way should you choose not to accept these services.  These services are free.

The purpose of this letter is to request permission to provide your child with an Orientation and Mobility Evaluation.  This is an assessment of how safely your child travels within the school and community.  It will include such issues as navigating steps, curbs, streets, and sidewalks.  Based on your child’s age and maturity level, orientation and mobility within a community setting will also be assessed.  Therefore, transportation to a less familiar location may be necessary.  The school will be responsible for securing transportation for your child to and from the assessment area.   

Based on information gained from the assessment, recommendations are presented in a report to you and your child’s school.  These recommendations may include direct services by an orientation and mobility specialist or suggestions that will assist your child in becoming independent in his/her school environment.  The supervisor of special education of your child’s school district can request these services.  However, the main focus of the TSB Outreach Program is to make suggestions and recommendations for programming.  The TSB Outreach Program is not responsible for carrying out recommendations or any part of the IEP unless specific arrangements are made between the school and the TSB Outreach staff.  The Outreach staff will be pleased to go over the assessment and will provide you with a written copy of the report.
